In the last couple of years,
the automobile sector was go-
ing through a rough phase but
now, the Supreme Court has
given permissi N to give permit
for 10 mining companies in
State.

Mr Deshpande who is also
the district in-charge minister
of Uttar Kannada stated that
the project of supplying water
from Kali river to Alnavar
town, has got cabinet clearance
on Thursday.

Chief Minister Siddarama-
iah has sanctioned X 72 crore
for this project which would
supply water to 14 villages in
Haliyal taluk and to the newly
proposed Alnavar taluk. This
apart, additional X 20 crore is
earmarked to implement irri-
gation scheme which will
bring 20,000 hectare land in
this region under irrigation fa-
cility.
